1. Make sure the POWER IS TURNED OFF at the source to the
J-box in which you are installing the product.

2. Remove the mounting plate from the back of the fixture. (Fig.1)

3. Fasten mounting plate to J-BOX with mounting
screws. (Fig.2)

4 Select desired color temperature (CCT) using switch. (Fig.3)

5. Wire the surface mount, white-white, black-black. Once wire
connections are made, secure each with a wire nut. (Fig.4)

6. Align spring clips on the fixture with mounting plate. (Fig.5)

7. Carefully tuck wires into J-Box, and raise the surface mount
up into place. (Fig.6)

8 Caulk around the mounting surface edge with silicone sealant
(Fig.7)

2. Fasten mounting plate to J-BOX with mounting screws. (Fig.9)

6. Carefully tuck wires and safety cable into the junction box. Align
the lamp with the pre-marked path line, then rotate the luminaire
clockwise to securely snap it into the mounting bracket. (Fig.13)

3. Insert paper template into the installation bracket and rotate
the paper. Use a pen to draw circles according to the outer size
path of the template. (Fig.10)
